II. Navigation 
 
The online Course Catalog and SPP is designed for visitors to easily 
search for content, policies, programs, courses, etc.  First, it is 
important to click on the top, right-hand document selector (see 
below): 
 

 
 
 
By selecting a catalog, archived catalog or the Student Policies and 
Procedures, the site will refresh content and left-hand links. You will be 
able to search dynamically within this document. Each page will always 
show the title of the document you are within.

Quick tip: you can always click on the Northland College logo at the top 
lefthand side of the page to go back to the Northland College website. 
 
Once you have selected a document, you may start exploring. Use the 
search box to enter keywords. This will be one of the quickest ways to 
find the content you are looking for. Search results are organized by 
rank. Use the Advanced Search option to further define your search 
criteria. 
 

 
No matter which e-document you search, the title “Catalog Search” 
will always be present. Also, “Catalog Home” will be the top left-hand 
link. This link will take you to the landing page of the document you 
have previously selected or are currently working within. 
 
Navigating the content within each document is simple. After choosing 
your document, the left-hand navigational links will refresh. Some 
links will take you to the Northland College website (i.e. Mission, 
Vision, History, etc.). Other links will take you to static content pages. 
On many of these pages, there are helpful quick links at the top of the 



page to take you directly to specific content. These links will help you 
navigate within extended length pages.  
 
 

 
 
 
Once you are within a lengthier page, an arrow icon on the right-hand 
side will follow you throughout the page. Click on the arrow to return 
to the top. 
 
 
Some pages contain filtered content, like Majors, Minors and Courses. 
Click on the links to find the content you are looking for. As you will 
see, programs contain links to required courses. Click on the titles to 
expand. You may close these pop-up boxes by re-clicking on the 
course title. Some courses may also have links to prerequisites and 
other required courses. Continue clicking to expand. After several 
expansions, the course will open in a new window.

Favorites: A convenient storage location where users browsing online 
catalogs may store courses and programs that they find interesting.

No matter what page you visit within the online Course Catalog or 
Student Policies and Procedures, there is a small star icon that allows 
you to save content to your own account, Favorites. It’s simple. Click 
on the star, and a pop-up screen will appear to help you set up your 
Favorites account. If you are a prospective student, please click on the 
box to notify an Admission Counselor to further assist you. 
 
Your Favorites account will allow you to save pages of interest, 
programs, courses, or other information that you would like to be able 
to easily refer to.
